Adjustments and Guidelines — Operation Lion's Roar

The continuation of the war on the Iranian and Lebanese fronts has disrupted the activities of all
of us for a second week, and in particular disrupts the routine of studies and research work.

Please be sure to follow the Technion's announcements and the Home Front Command's
instructions for your safety.

Instructions regarding the conduct of exams and teaching for those studying courses and for
those of you who are members of the teaching staff, are published by the School of
Undergraduate Studies and are brought to your attention.

We would like to encourage you to try and advance your research work despite the difficulties at
this time, each according to his ability and in accordance with the conditions. To assist in the
conduct of the research at this time, we are now publishing a number of temporary adjustments,
and guidelines for their implementation:

For all research students, the deadlines for meeting academic requirements (submission of
thesis, concise research description, research topic, delivering graduation seminar, etc.), which
were set for the end of February and for March 2026, are universally postponed to the end of
April 2026. As a rule, there is no need to submit a request to exercise this postponement. Of
course, it is not necessary to take advantage of this postponement.

Scholarship recipients will continue to receive scholarship payments during the postponement
period, unless the postponement is beyond the last approved thesis submission date or the last
approved scholarship monthly payment. In such a case, and as necessary, an extension request
must be submitted according to the usual procedure. We will make an effort to review and
approve such requests expeditiously, including extensions beyond an exceptional duration of
study.

Graduate students who have been recruited (them or their spouse) for reserve duty are
requested to inform the graduate student office in their academic units, or the school, so that we
can continue to protect their rights and deal with their academic affairs continuously even in
their absence. They will receive special adjustments and reliefs as detailed on the Undergraduate
School and the Graduate School websites. For scholarship recipients, the scholarship will
continue to be paid as usual (subject to academic approval) and at the end of the nominal study
period, supplementary scholarships will be awarded from the Technion Reservists Fund. Upon
completion of the service period, we will be able to update their schedule for completing
academic milestones when needed, to close possible gaps and to enable the continuation and
successful completion of their studies. Reservists who need additional adjustments, as well as
regular soldiers and members of other security forces who need adjustments, will contact us
through their academic advisor and the graduate student office in their academic unit, and we
will do everything in our power to assist and respond to the needs.
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Students who are abroad and whose return to Israel is delayed, are asked to inform the school
(if they have not yet done so). We will try to help solve the difficulties that accumulate due to the
delay in returning to Israel. Anyone who submitted a travel request on the portal before the trip
is asked to update it upon return to Israel, so that it will suit the entire period of absence, and will
also include, if necessary, an increased budget to finance the trip (the school may participate in
financing the surplus according to the need and circumstances).

Students who were or are still scheduled to travel abroad as part of their studies (for a
conference, professional training, research collaboration, etc.) and are unable to travel as
planned, are requested to inform the school of this. Depending on the matter, we can decline or
cancel the travel request. If there are cancellation costs, the default will be to charge the original
budgets intended to cover the trip for those costs. As much as possible, we will try to avoid
charging the student’s “Fund for Science Relations” for expenses resulting from the cancellation
of the trip.

Students who plan to travel abroad as part of their studies are asked to follow the travel
warnings of the National Security Council. Due to the uncertainty of the ability to redeem travel,
we ask that you make sure to purchase airline tickets and hotels with the possibility of
cancellation, even if this involves an additional cost.

Students who have left Israel or are planning to travel abroad following the escalation of the war

are of course entitled to do so, and are required to follow the following guidelines:

° For up to three weeks of absence, please fill out a travel form upon return to Israel.

° Those who wish to continue their studies abroad for a period exceeding three weeks, but
not exceeding one semester, are requested to arrange this by submitting the following
documents to the graduate school through the graduate studies office in their academic
unit (this can also be handled from abroad):

o) A detailed request letter including timelines and research milestones.

o) Recommendation and approval of the advisor regarding the possibility of conducting the
research temporarily from abroad.

o) For master's students who are required to take courses — confirmation from the

advisor and the vice dean that there is a realistic possibility of studying courses that
will be given remotely, or alternatively, permission not to take courses
during the period of stay abroad.

o) Recommendation from the advisor and the vice dean for granting a scholarship
for the period of study abroad (if there is an intention to grant it).
° Alternatively, one may request “freezing” of scholarship payments, or request a temporary

academic leave for an entire semester. Applications will be submitted through the academic
unit in the usual procedure and will be processed as quickly as possible. In light of the
situation, we will examine the possibility of easing the restrictions that usually apply to
temporary academic leave.

Students who have been accepted with "conditional" status and are required to present a
certificate of eligibility for a bachelor's degree. Students who have been accepted to graduate
studies for the spring semester 2026 (or students who have been accepted to graduate studies in
parallel with their bachelor's degree studies) with "conditional" status, and are required to present
a certificate of eligibility for a bachelor's degree by April 30, 2026 may submit a certificate of
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eligibility for a bachelor's degree by May 31, 2026. The aforementioned students who received a
letter of "principal approval for scholarship" from the school will have their scholarship approved.

Students who have been significantly harmed by the current hostilities and need special
consideration are requested to inform us of this. These requests will be handled with top priority
on an individual basis, considering the student's personal and academic situation.
