Work and studies at the Technion are conducted by default remotely and online these days. Please try
to maintain a working routine from remote, and try to promote your research as much as possible in
this way. Your research advisors and course lecturers were also instructed to continue the activity as
much as possible, while taking into account the difficulties that the war situation poses to you and to
your progress.

We hope that we will be able to return to normal as soon as possible. If the current situation continues
and we have to consider adjustments and postponements of academic deadlines (thesis submissions,
concise descriptions, research topics, final seminars, etc.), or exceptional extensions of continuing
education, we will do so, as we did in the past, and will notify you in advance in order to enable the
proper continuation of your studies.

If you already anticipate difficulty in meeting academic deadlines set for the next few days,
please contact the Graduate Studies office in your academic unit, in order to receive a response to any
difficulty according to the circumstances.

If the disruption of the
activity routine on campus continues, and you will have the option to return to your country, we will be
able to allow in certain cases working on research from abroad, as we did in the past, under regulations
to be published.
